With a singular curatorial approach inspired by the collectors'

sensitivity, passion and respect for the formal power,
bestiary, symbolic figures and spirit of Inuit art, the exhibition
brings together nearly 130 works associated alternately by
artists, themes (owls, ravens, musk oxen, Arctic ocean spirits,
legends and cosmogony, Old and New Worlds) or by stylistic
and formal structures or resonances (mirror compositions,
metamorphic sculptures balanced on one foot, or etchings
and aquatints versus woodcuts). Thus we see Ningeokuluk
Teevee's The First Owl (engraved on stone by Quiatsuk
Niviagsi and Qavavau Mannumi) overcoming a composition
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Teevee (gravé sur pierre par Quiatsuk Niviagsi et Qavavau
Mannumi) surmonter une composition d'ceuvres sur ce théme,

to Mayoreak Ashoona's Tundra Owl. On another wall, this
time side by side, we can observe Pudlo Pudlat's formidable
musk oxen returning from engraving to engraving, colossal
forms where the fur is transformed into a superb study of
lines, around which the artist tells hunting stories. Here we
discover a few airplanes, one of them clinging to a horn, that
speak of the Winds of Change and the Vision of Two Worlds.
These works from the 80s are complemented by two inks
(Eluani Tuppiom, 2022, Untitled, Women in Town, 2024) by
Shuvinai Ashoona, exhibited for the first time, which bring
us closer to the real life of the Inuit people today, without
losing any of the taste for genre scenes found in many Inuit
works of art. Ashoona's incisive graphic style is highlighted
here, alongside works from the Baud-Jacot collection

that exalt the line in different ways, such as the Summer
Campers (1974, engraved by Lukta Keatsuq) by the artist's
grandmother, or Pudlo Pudla's Fantastic Kingalag (stone
engraving by Saggiaktok Saggiaktok, 1984).

Sequences, associations and imaginary drifts unfold
throughout the exhibition, in response to what the Inuit
art of this exceptional cooperative - the oldest social
cooperative of its kind in Canada's Far North - provokes,
letting the works themselves speak of the culture and
imagination of a specific local population, that of Kinngait.

Filmed a few weeks before the exhibition opened, videos
by Kineta Mathewsie, a young Inuit film student at the
Northern Alberta Institute of Technology, who was an intern
at Kinngait Studio during the summer of 2024, punctuate
the exhibition, allowing visitors to immerse themselves in
the context of the village from which all the works in the
exhibition originate.

Without claiming to circumscribe the complexity of the
community it exhibits, this exhibition focuses on almost

50 years of production at the Kinngait Studio, on the vision
of two collectors who are strangers to this context but
deeply admiring of it, but also on the sensitive, critical

and indispensable issue of the relationship with the other,
understood here in both directions, in a reciprocity shifted in
time and space. It deals with art in Kinngait, from the early
years of the founding of a printmaking studio lost in the vast
lands and extreme climate of Canadd's Far North, completely
isolated from the world, to the international success that
characterizes it today. It deals with a collection exclusively
dedicated to Inuit artistic practices, artists and art, and the
passion, taste and commitment of two people who have lived
most of their lives, in a town in northern France, surrounded
by works from northern Canada. It also deals with the
sensitive issues involved in conceiving and presenting an
exhibition that speaks of both proximity and strangeness,
and whose primary aim is to create the conditions for an
exceptional encounter between artists and their viewers.

Face a I'ceuvre Silavut, Nunavut, de Kenojuak Ashevak, se déploie
un mur d'oiseaux, a quelques exceptions prés. De cette artiste
trés présente dans la collection Baud-Jacot, on retrouve ici des
compositions avec la figure du hibou (variations sur un théme

qui traverse son ceuvre et dont on retrouve d'autres approches
stylistiques ailleurs dans I'exposition), des rassemblements
d'oiseaux détachés de tout contexte paysager (malgré ceux
décrits comme étant « du rivage »), des corbeaux.

Opposite Kenojuak Ashevak's Silavut, Nunavut is a wall of birds,
with a few exceptions. From this artist, who is very present in
the Baud-Jacot collection, we find here compositions featuring
the owl (variations on a theme that runs through her work with a
diversity of stylistic approaches that we can observe elsewhere
in the exhibition), gatherings of birds detached from any
landscape context (despite those described as being "from the
shore"), and crows.

On the far right, the combination of two bird compositions
(Rollicking Birds and Shore Birds Gather), installed one above the
other, demonstrates the extent to which the artist adapts her
subject to the flatness of the support. Despite all the differences
in effect between etching and stone engraving, what these two
works have in common is the interweaving of forms, the play on
opposing orientations or a reversal, with the subject seemingly
described in such a way as to fit into a square corresponding

to that of the paper. Tails, crests and fan-shaped wings further
underline the artist's adherence to the support, as in Intruding
Raven, at the top right of the wall, whose undeniable graphic
power has something of a hieratic quality. This contrasts with
the more descriptive approach of works such as Kananginak
Pootoogook's Fleeting Caribou, which closes the wall and, in
their impetus to the left, leads us back into this dense mosaic of
works devoted to the animal kingdom.

Although half of this wall is taken up by Kenojuak Ashevak,
other ensembles have been created, highlighting Oqutaq
Mikkigak's highly refined etchings and aquatints (from the
amusing Startled Muskox to the irresistible Baby Owl), but also
a formal echo between the spread wings of Pitaloosie Saila's
bird (an imposing mass balanced on its particularly slender legs)
and the folded wings of Ningeokuluk Teevee's First Owl which
dominates the entire wall. A close look reveals that the latter

is made up of interlocking shapes that respond to each other,
that the front wing could be the hair of a woman in the throes of
metamorphosis, that the rear wing is transformed at its tip into a
hand with five fingers, and that a disturbing spirit seems to float
behind, an ominous head whose stylized hair is identical to the
owl's wing-hand. The curves seem to encourage metamorphosis
and passage from one world to another.

Nous retrouvons sur ce mur |'auteure de la vue a vol d'oiseau,
entiérement faite aux crayons de couleur, qui accueille le

visiteur en tout début d'exposition. L'ensemble présenté ici

est fraichement arrivé de Kinngait et montré pour la premiére
fois. La plus jeune des artistes de cette exposition, Shuvinai
Ashoona nous plonge certes dans la vie quotidienne de sa
propre communauté mais plus encore peut étre dans une relation
corporelle, physique a I'ceuvre. La proximité est partout présente.
Les sujets s'enlacent, se tiennent par la main. Le point de vue

sur les scénes n'a rien de neutre puisqu'il suggére la présence
physique de l'artiste en hors champ. Le caractére rudimentaire
de la vie quotidienne est frappant, tout comme le naturel avec
lequel l'artiste dépeint les gestes, habitudes, activités des
habitants familiers de ce petit village de 1500 personnes, a la
fois isolé dans les rigueurs du climat arctique et virtuellement
connecté au monde.

Malgré la proximité des individus et la contemporanéité des
scénes (y compris pour celles évoquant l'un des nombreux effets
dévastateurs de la transformation d'une culture nomade en une
culture sédentaire et l'impact dramatique de la colonisation,
dont l'alcoolisme des jeunes), les portraits restent tout aussi
génériques que dans la tradition de l'art inuit. Shuvinai Ashuna
dépeint a sa manieére les traits de sa culture en privilégiant le
groupe sur l'individu, & l'exception de cette petite fille en haut a
droite qui, bien qu'on ne voie pas son visage, est identifiée par
son nom dans le titre.

Ce mur montre les diverses facettes de l'artiste que le monde de
I'art contemporain a tendance a présenter comme une exception
faisant rupture avec la tradition. Or, l'artiste elle-méme ne
revendique-t-elle pas des filiations, comme on le voit notamment
avec l'ceuvre Sans titre (personnes tenant des dessins), a gauche,
qui montre |'implication de la communauté dans la production
artistique dont le studio de Kinngait est le coeur ? Ce mur
montre que l'art, les jeux, la vie de famille, sont des sujets

aussi importants pour Shuvinai Ashoona que les scénes de vie
sociale ou les bouteilles circulent, banalement, tout comme les
cigarettes dans une encre qu'on découvrira en mezzanine, sans
qu'on doive y superposer une interprétation qui dépasse ce qu'on
a sous les yeux.

A l'ceuvre en couleur montrant le transport d'ceuvres en noir et
blanc, répond celle du sculpteur qu'on trouve plus loin sur le
mur opposé, de l'autre cété de la galerie. Tandis que, sur le mur
perpendiculaire a ceux-ci, tout a droite, deux encres de l'artiste
dialoguent entre elles, par leur technique et leur format, et
dialoguent, en un rapprochement peu conventionnel mais que
les ceuvres elles-mémes suscitent, avec deux eaux fortes et
aquatintes a sujets surnaturels de Kenojuak Ashevak installées
dans leur immédiate proximité.

On this wall, we find the author of the bird's-eye view, done
entirely in colored pencil, which greets visitors at the very start
of the exhibition. The set presented here is freshly arrived from
Kinngait and shown for the first time. The youngest artist in
this exhibition, Shuvinai Ashoona certainly immerses us in the
daily life of her own community, but perhaps even more so in

a corporeal, physical relationship with the work. Proximity is
everywhere. The subjects embrace, hold hands. The viewpoint
of the scenes is not at all neutral, since it suggests the artist's
physical presence "off-camera". The rudimentary nature of
everyday life is striking, as is the naturalness with which the
artist depicts the gestures, habits and activities of the familiar
inhabitants of this small village of 1,500 people, at once isolated
in the rigors of the Arctic climate and virtually connected to the
world.

Despite the proximity of the individuals and the contemporaneity
of the scenes (including those evoking one of the many
devastating effects of the transformation of a nomadic culture
into a sedentary one, and the dramatic impact of colonization,
including youth alcoholism), the portraits remain just as generic
as in the tradition of Inuit art. Shuvinai Ashoona depicts the
features of her culture in her own way, emphasizing the group
over the individual, with the exception of the little girl at top
right who, although her face is not visible, is identified by name
in the title.

This wall shows the various facets of the artist whom the
contemporary art world tends to present as an exception
breaking with tradition. And yet, doesn't the artist herself
claim filiations, as can be seen in the work Untitled (People
Holding Drawings), on the left, which shows the community's
involvement in the artistic production of which Kinngait's studio
is the heart? This wall shows that art, games and family life
are just as important to Shuvinai Ashoona as scenes of social
life, where bottles are passed around like cigarettes in an ink
on the mezzanine floor, without the need to superimpose an
interpretation that goes beyond what's in front of us.

The color work showing the transport of black-and-white works
is matched by the sculptor's work on the opposite wall, on

the other side of the gallery. On the wall perpendicular to the
one we are looking at now, on the far right, two of the artist's
inks are in dialogue with each other in terms of technique and
format, and in dialogue with two etchings and aquatints with
supernatural subjects by Kenojuak Ashevak, installed in their
immediate vicinity, in an unconventional connection that the
works themselves provoke.

Voici un mur tout entier dédié aux deux grandes figures de la
coopérative et dont la mise en relation ici fait le pont entre
la premiére génération des artistes de la coopérative et la
troisiéme, actuelle.

Nous y voyons un ensemble d'ceuvres extraordinaires au sens
propre, et en partie fantastiques, de Kenojuak Ashevak, premiére
femme a travailler au sein du studio officiellement fondé en 1959,
décédée en 2013 et a qui le Centre culturel canadien a consacré
une exposition monographique la méme année dans ses anciens
locaux de I'Esplanade des Invalides, Fantastique Kenojuak
Ashevak. Ainsi que, tout a gauche, deux ceuvres de formats
similaires (trés différents des dessins colorés que l'on trouve sur
le mur de gauche) de Shuvinai Ashoona, artiste toujours active

a la coopérative et dont la diffusion internationale n'est pas liée
aux traditionnelles et néanmoins toujours aussi prestigieuses
collections de gravures éditées annuellement en nombre limité
par les studios de Kiingait.

Au centre, tel un ancrage subtil a cet ensemble de formes
inquiétantes, grouillantes ou rayonnantes, on trouve le fameux
Lapin se nourrissant d'algues, une ceuvre de toute premiére
importance puisque faisant partie de la premiére collection de
gravures éditée par la coopérative de Kinngait (connue en ces
temps sous le nom de Cape Dorset). L'un des plus petits formats
de l'exposition, cette ceuvre est aussi la plus ancienne de la
collection Baud-Jacot présentée ici. Réalisée avec la technique
du pochoir uniquement, sans aucun trait gravé, la couleur
semble a la fois s'écouler et &tre aspirée par la forme sommaire
du lapin. Ce paradoxe visuel contient également en germe les
extensions organiques, tantdt belles formes tantdt inquiétantes
déformations, qu'affectionne l'artiste.

En haut a gauche, La prise, monochrome vert cette fois, joue
sur la confusion premiére entre la forme descriptive d'une

créte d'oiseau en éventail et celle d'une main. Le principe de la
métamorphose, utilisé ailleurs comme mode de figuration de la
connexion entre le monde réel et le monde spirituel, nous plonge
dans le monde du réve et de ses associations et déformations
étranges. Le choix de rapprocher cette ceuvre de Sans titre
(main et scéne de tente) de Shuvinai Ashoona, fait surgir une
relation qui transcende les générations et rapproche ces deux
femmes artistes exceptionnelles qu'une approche chronologique
conventionnelle et des stratégies de promotion actuelles
maintiennent a distance.

Here's an entire wall dedicated to the cooperative's two great
figures, whose relationship here bridges the gap between the
cooperative's first generation of artists and its current third.

Here we see a group of extraordinary works in the literal sense,
and in part fantastic, by Kenojuak Ashevak, the first woman

to work in the studio officially founded in 1959, who died in
2013 and to whom the Canadian Cultural Centre devoted

a monographic exhibition, Fantastic Kenojuak Ashevak, the
same year in its former building located on the Esplanade des
Invalides. On the far left, two works of similar format (very
different from the colorful drawings on the left wall) by Shuvinai
Ashoona, an artist who is still active in the cooperative and
whose international distribution is not linked to the traditional
yet still prestigious collections of prints published annually in
limited numbers by the Kiingait studios.

At the center, as a subtle anchor to this set of disquieting,
swarming or radiating forms, we find the famous Rabbit Eating
Seaweed, a work of the utmost importance as part of the first
collection of prints published by the Kinngait cooperative (known
in those days as Cape Dorset). One of the smallest formats in
the exhibition, this work is also the oldest in the Baud-Jacot
collection presented here. Produced using the stencil technique
only, without any engraved lines, the color seems both to flow
and to be sucked into the sketchy shape of the rabbit. This
visual paradox also contains the seeds of the organic extensions,
sometimes beautiful forms, sometimes disquieting deformations,
that the artist is so fond of.

At top left, Clutch, a green monochrome, plays on the initial
confusion between the descriptive form of a fan-shaped bird's
crest and that of a hand. The principle of metamorphosis, used
elsewhere as a means of representing the connection between
the real and spiritual worlds, plunges us into the world of dreams
and their strange associations and deformations. The decision
to place this work alongside Shuvinai Ashoona's Untitled (Hand
and Tent Scene) brings to light a relationship that transcends
generations, and brings together these two exceptional

women artists, who are kept at a distance by a conventional
chronological approach and by current promotional strategies.

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Les magnifiques symétries réinventées d'ceuvre en ceuvre par
Kenojuak Ashevak prennent, dans cette colonne totémique,
une dimension spectaculaire. Crétes, ailes d'oiseau et lumineux
rayons sont une seule et méme chose : des formes graphiques
dont la répétition produit un effet hypnotique. Si Le Retour du
soleil est d'une émouvante splendeur, c'est que la protection
du petit par sa mére hibou bénéficie du soutien auxiliaire du
halo jaune, celui-ci donnant une dimension & la fois astrale et
spirituelle au sujet. Limbrication des oiseaux et leur parfaite
frontalité, I'écartement des pattes, le déploiement en aplat des
plumes-rayons sont des éléments qui se renforcent l'un l'autre.

Servant de socle a cette colonne de chef-d'ceuvres graphiques,
l'oiseau de Pootoogook Qiatsuk nous raméne sur terre. Il n'est
pas question ici d'esprit protecteur mais d'une formidable parade
de séduction figée dans la matiére. Le déploiement extréme des
ailes, la téte renversée et le cri rendent compte de l'intensité du
rituel.

Sur le socle plus a droite, la sculpture toute en tension de
Ashevak Tunnillie parle aussi de survie. Avancant contre le vent
qu'on devine glacial, cette Femme emmitouflée dans son costume
traditionnel, fait main, regarde droit devant, a la fois solitaire et
puissante. A droite, le dessin de Shuvinai Ashoona montre un
sculpteur au travail a I'extérieur, encapuchonné lui aussi mais
dans un vétement standard qu'on pourrait sans doute trouver
dans n'importe quelle ville du Canada, alors que les tous les
produits de nécessité sont transportés du sud par hélicoptére
ou par avion puis revendus par la coopérative, par vagues plus
ou moins réguliéres. Ce rapprochement intergénérationnel, entre
le sculpteur et la dessinatrice représentant un sculpteur, permet
de montrer l'importance, pour les artistes de Kinngait, de la
représentation des activités du quotidien.

The magnificent symmetries reinvented from work to work

by Kenojuak Ashevak take on a spectacular dimension in this
totemic column. Crests, bird's wings and luminous rays are

one and the same: graphic forms whose repetition produces a
hypnotic effect. If Return of the Sun is movingly splendid, it's
because the protection of the youngster by his owl mother is
aided by the yellow halo, which lends both an astral and spiritual
dimension to the subject. The interweaving of the birds and
their perfect frontality, the spreading of the legs and the flat
deployment of the feather rays are elements that reinforce each
other.

Pootoogook Qiatsuk's bird serves as the base for this column of
graphic masterpieces, bringing us back down to earth. It's not

a question of a protective spirit, but of a formidable parade of
seduction frozen in matter. The extreme spread of the wings, the
upside-down head and the scream convey the intensity of the
ritual.

On the plinth to the right, Ashevak Tunnillie's tension-filled
sculpture also speaks of survival. Advancing against the icy
wind, this Woman, wrapped in her traditional costume, looks
straight ahead, both solitary and powerful. On the right, Shuvinai
Ashoona's drawing shows a sculptor at work outside, also
hooded but in a standard garment that could probably be found
in any Canadian town, while all the necessities are transported
from the south by helicopter or plane and then resold by the
cooperative, in more or less regular waves. This intergenerational
connection between the sculptor and the artist representing a
sculptor demonstrates the importance for Kinngait's artists of
depicting everyday activities.

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Cette ceuvre de Shuvinai Ashoona, Vue d'en haut, fait partie de

la collection de Affaires Mondiales Canada. Elle a été acquise
pour étre installée dans I'enceinte de 'Ambassade du Canada en
France et renouveler l'image et la perception de l'art autochtone
contemporain. Comme des dizaines d'autres ceuvres de cette
collection, elle n'est visible que par le personnel ayant accés aux
zones sécurisées ainsi que par les visiteurs admis ponctuellement
dans ces zones dans le cadre de rencontres diplomatiques ou
opérationnelles.

L'exposition actuelle était une occasion idéale de faire sortir
l'ceuvre de l'enceinte. Sa position a l'entrée de I'exposition nous
fait plonger directement dans le monde de cette grande artiste
contemporaine dont les ceuvres sont désormais présentées

a travers le monde, y compris dans les événements les plus
prestigieux et prescripteurs tels que la Biennale de Venise ou, en
2022, elle s'est vu attribuer une Mention spéciale du Jury.

Trés singuliére par rapport aux ceuvres habituelles de Shuvinai
Ashoona, Vue d'en haut nous fait accéder a la communauté
depuis une vue en surplomb, dont on peut imaginer qu'elle
renvoie a l'expérience de l'artiste revenant dans son village aprés
quelque séjour plus au sud ou ailleurs dans le monde. A I'écart
de tout ancrage a un point de vue dominant et centralisateur,

la composition semble se déployer en fonction plutét de la
position de l'artiste par rapport au papier, comme si Shuvinai
Ashoona tournait elle-méme autour du support pour représenter
au mieux chaque morceau de sa vision de ce monde qui est

le sien. Malgré la forme rectangulaire du support, l'ceuvre
transmet une circularité sous-jacente et une indifférence par
rapport a l'orientation géographique. Loeuvre pourrait étre posée
horizontalement ou téte en bas, on la comprendrait tout autant.
On imagine l'artiste penchée sur la feuille, dessinant et coloriant
en optant pour des vues en perspective écrasée (petites maisons
rabattues de part et d'autre du centre) ou cédant au plaisir
provoqué par le remplissage de vastes zones de couleur. Vue d'en
haut est un paradoxe visuel : la distance suggérée par la vue a
vol d'oiseau est niée par la taille des coups de crayon. C'est aussi
la représentation d'un village dépourvu d'horizon.

Une courte vidéo de Kineta Mathiewsie, étudiante inuite basée
a Edmonton ayant fait un stage a Kinngait a I'été 2024, nous
plonge dans le présent et permet au visiteur de découvrir en
images le contexte réel d'ou proviennent I'ensemble des ceuvres
présentées dans cette exposition.

Shuvinai Ashoona's View from Above is part of the Global

Affairs Canada collection. It was acquired to be installed in the
Canadian Embassy in France, to renew the image and perception
of First Nations' contemporary art of Canada. Like dozens of
other works in this collection, it is visible only to staff with
access to secure areas, and to visitors occasionally admitted to
these areas for diplomatic or operational purposes.

The current exhibition was an ideal opportunity to bring the
work out of the compound. Its position at the entrance to

the exhibition plunges us directly into the world of this great
contemporary artist, whose works are now shown all over the
world, including at the most prestigious and prescriptive events
such as the Venice Biennale, where, in 2022, she was awarded a
Special Mention by the Jury.

Very different from Shuvinai Ashoona's usual works, View from
Above gives us access to the community from an overhanging
view, which we can imagine refers to the experience of the
artist returning to her village after some stay further south or
elsewhere in the world. Far from being anchored to a dominant,
centralizing point of view, the composition seems to unfold
more as a function of the artist's position in relation to the
paper, as if Shuvinai Ashoona herself were circling the support
to best represent each piece of her vision of this world of hers.
Despite the rectangular shape of the support, the work conveys
an underlying circularity and indifference to geographical
orientation. The work could be placed horizontally or upside
down, and we'd understand it just as well. We can imagine the
artist bent over the sheet, drawing and coloring, opting for
flattened perspective views (small houses folded down on either
side of the center) or indulging in the pleasure of filling in vast
areas of color. View from Above is a visual paradox: the distance
suggested by the bird's-eye view is negated by the size of the
pencil strokes. It is also the representation of a village without a
horizon.

A short video by Kineta Mathiewsie, an Edmonton-based Inuit
student who interned at Kinngait in the summer of 2024, plunges
us into the present, allowing visitors to discover in images the
real context from which all the works presented in this exhibition
originate.

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La circularité sous-jacente a Vue d'en haut, évoquée a propos
de l'ceuvre de Shuvinai Ashoona, est au coeur de cette ceuvre
phare de Kenojuak Ashevak. Ce n'est pas la méme circularité
néanmoins. Puisqu'ici cette circularité renvoie a la cosmogonie
inuite. Elle a été réalisée en 1999 a l'occasion de la création
politique du territoire du Nunavut, un événement historique
donnant aux Inuits un gouvernement autonome leur permettant
de gérer leurs terres ancestrales dans les limites des frontiéres
tracées en 1993.

Les figures importantes du bestiaire inuit s'inscrivent dans un
cercle presque parfait, surgissant de la superposition verticale
de deux demi cercles réalisés sur des papiers différents qui ont
été assemblés. La ronde des animaux-esprits se superpose, en
plan, a ce cercle, conférant néanmoins une place particuliére au
hibou, I'animal phare de I'ceuvre de Kenojuak Ashevak, symbole
de sagesse et de savoir mais également le seul animal qui
semble toujours nous regarder en face. Avec ses yeux en amande
il semble sonder le spectateur, connectant non seulement le
monde terrestre et le monde céleste mais également le monde
des humains et celui des esprits.

A gauche, l'ceuvre de Ningeokuluk Teevee joue autrement la
figure symbolique de la sphére, la dédoublant dans une relation
de perpendicularité qui renvoie a I'horizontalité du sol d'une part
et 3 la vision du disque céleste suspendu dans la nuit étoilée
d'autre part. La représentation symbolique des deux disques
prend place au coeur d'un paysage stylisé qui nous fait voir les
montagnes, représentant dans |'imaginaire ancestral les bords de
la terre, a moins que ce ne soit l'océan qui ondule.

The circularity underlying View from Above, mentioned in
connection with the work of Shuvinai Ashoona, is at the heart
of this landmark work by Kenojuak Ashevak. It's not the same
circularity, however. In this case, the circularity refers to Inuit
cosmogony. Silavut, Nunavut was created in 1999 to mark the
political creation of the territory of Nunavut, a historic event
that gave the Inuit an autonomous government to manage their
ancestral lands within the boundaries drawn in 1993.

The important figures of the Inuit bestiary are inscribed in an
almost perfect circle, emerging from the vertical superimposition
of two half-circles created on different papers that have been
joined together. The round of spirit-animals is superimposed, in
plan, on this circle, giving nevertheless a special place to the
owl, the flagship animal of Kenojuak Ashevak's work, symbol of
wisdom and knowledge but also the only animal that always
seems to look us in the face. With its almond-shaped eyes, it
seems to probe the viewer, connecting not only the terrestrial
and celestial worlds, but also the human and spirit worlds.

On the left, Ningeokuluk Teevee's work plays with the

symbolic figure of the sphere, splitting it in a relationship of
perpendicularity that refers to the horizontality of the ground on
the one hand, and to the vision of the celestial disk suspended

in the starry night on the other. The symbolic representation of
the two discs is set in a stylized landscape that shows us the
mountains, which in the ancestral imagination represent the
edges of the earth, or perhaps it is the ocean that undulates that
we see here.

Many of Tukiki Manomie's small sculptures in serpentine

(the local stone) can be found in the Baud-Jacot collection.
Grouped here near the large wall of evolving figures (including
the very strange Evolving Owl), dream figures and fascinating
or hallucinatory deformations, some of them, with their fine
excrescences emerging from a hybrid body, echo certain formal
structures adopted by Kenojuak Ashevak.

Stone is not dead matter; it is inhabited by spirits. A reality of
the Inuit world, which some would call a belief, to which the

artist gives shape.

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La réunion de ces trois sculptures montre l'audace et l'esprit des
compositions de Tukiki Manomie (dont on trouve de nombreuses
sculptures plus loin dans l'exposition) et de Toonoo Sharky, a
coté des ceuvres plus compactes et classiques de Kellypalik
Qimirpik (dont on expose également plus loin une meére oiseau
et son petit). Les thémes représentés ici différent, mais elles
sont toutes trois animées d'un équilibre instable qui nous parle
toujours de transformation imminente, en cours, ou réalisée.
Deux d'entre elles tiennent sur une patte, tandis que la troisiéme

The combination of these three sculptures demonstrates the
boldness and spirit of the compositions by Tukiki Manomie
(whose numerous sculptures can be found later in the exhibition)
and Toonoo Sharky, alongside the more compact, classical works
by Kellypalik Qimirpik (whose mother bird and chick can also be
seen later in the exhibition). The themes represented here differ,
but all three are animated by an unstable equilibrium that always
speaks to us of imminent, ongoing or realized transformation.
Two of them stand on one leg, while the third (Tukiki Manomie's
gazeless bird, mouth wide open) represents the same effect
through the grafting of the young onto its mother, depicted

in a position foreign to the laws of gravity. The heads look

in opposite directions, reinforcing the impression of extreme
tension produced by the relationship between the two bodies,
and animating the whole with a vitality that is not realistic but
surreal.

Nearby, Ashivak Adla's composition, also balanced on one foot,
is a transformation demonstrating the interactions between
the human and animal kingdoms, which merge here from one
excrescence to the other, again defying the laws of gravity.

Au centre de la galerie, une piéce ouverte sur |'extérieur a
été imaginée. Sa géométrie rectangulaire renvoie a la forme
simple des batiments modernes qu'on trouve dans les villages
sédentarisés du Grand Nord, tels qu'on les voit dans l'ceuvre
de Shuvinai Ashoona, Vue d'en haut, a l'entrée de I'exposition.
Quelques murs sont du méme bleu que le Kenojuak Cultural
Centre and Print Shop construit en 2018 et qui abrite les
bureaux administratifs et les studios artistiques de la West
Baffin Cooperative. C'est un lieu de rencontre, de création,

de production, un lieu ou les artistes peuvent s'extraire de la
rudesse du quotidien et se consacrer a leur art.

Des rencontres de diverses natures ont lieu ici. Des visages
féminins se font face comme dans la pratique ancestrale du
chant de gorge, des oiseaux brossent les cheveux d'une femme,
des femmes-oiseaux se rassemblent tels les oiseaux du rivage
qu'on a pu voir sur un autre mur de I'exposition, des femmes-
poissons parlent de péche. Les esprits eux-mémes prennent un
visage de femme comme dans Esprits la nuit ou un &tre hybride
tout en excroissances l'associe au renard, a l'ours, a l'oiseau.

Les compositions en miroir structurent la plus grande partie de
ces rencontres, certaines plus hiératiques (comme Gardiens du
savoir ancestral ou Hibou entouré) et d'autres moins car trés
animées et expressives malgré la prédominance de la symétrie
(comme dans ce drdle de Rassemblement des chanteuses de
gorge ou les femmes-oiseaux vont dans des sens opposés). Par
contraste, les compositions centrifuges de Esprits auxiliaires et
Esprits la nuit, installées a I'un des angles de cette piece ouverte,
montrent la liberté et l'imagination de Kenojuak Ashevak qui
s'attache néanmoins toujours a occuper la totalité de la surface.
Une énergie extraordinaire traverse incontestablement chacune
de ses ceuvres.

In the center of the gallery, a room open to the outside world
has been designed. Its rectangular geometry echoes the simple
form of modern buildings found in the sedentary villages of the
Far North, as seen in Shuvinai Ashoona's View from Above, at the
entrance to the exhibition. Some of the walls are the same blue
as the Kenojuak Cultural Centre and Print Shop, built in 2018 and
housing the administrative offices and art studios of the West
Baffin Cooperative. It's a place to meet, create and produce, a
place where artists can escape the harshness of everyday life
and devote themselves to their art.

Encounters of all kinds take place here. Female faces face each
other as in the ancestral practice of throat singing, birds brush

a woman's hair, bird-women gather like the shorebirds seen on
another wall of the exhibition, fish-women talk about fishing. The
spirits themselves take on a woman's face, as in Spirits at Night,
in which a hybrid being with excrescences associates her with
the fox, the bear and the bird.

Mirrored compositions structure most of these encounters,
some more hieratic (such as Custodians of Ancestral Lore or The
Owl Between) and others less so, as they are highly animated
and expressive despite the predominance of symmetry (as in
the amusing The Gathering of Throat Singers, where the bird-
women move in opposite directions). By contrast, the centrifugal
compositions of Spirit Helpers and Spirits at Night, installed in
one of the corners of this open room, demonstrate the freedom
and imagination of Kenojuak Ashevak, who nevertheless always
strives to occupy the entire surface. An extraordinary energy
undeniably runs through each of her works.

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La réunion de ces sculptures n'est pas fondée sur leur théme.

Les yeux ronds de l'oiseau de Kellypalik Qimirpik sont associés
ici a ceux de I'hybride humain-animal en pleine transformation de
Ningeeoschiak Ashoona. Ces rondelles claires incrustées dans

la matiére plus sombre ont un effet puissant. Elles permettent

de créer une interaction avec le spectateur mais plus encore
rappellent que la forme extérieure est habitée par un esprit
intérieur qui I'anime, ce que révéle la Composition de Kellypalik
Qumirpik, dont la masse de pierre centrale est le cceur de
transformations simultanées surgissant sous la forme d'éléments
appartenant a des esprits animaux différents. La forme
dominante est celle d'un oiseau aux ailes déployées, mais la téte
est celle d'un ours. D'autres figures surgissent ici et |a composant
un ensemble d'une grande densité, tant matérielle que spirituelle.

These sculptures were not brought together on the basis of their
theme.

The round eyes of Kellypalik Qimirpik's bird are combined here
with those of Ningeeoschiak Ashoona's transforming human-
animal hybrid. These light discs embedded in darker matter have
a powerful effect. They create interaction with the viewer, but
even more so, they remind us that the outer form is inhabited
by an inner spirit that animates it, as revealed in Kellypalik
Qumirpik's Composition, whose central stone mass is the heart
of simultaneous transformations arising in the form of elements
belonging to different animal spirits. The dominant form is that
of a bird with outstretched wings, but the head is that of a
bear. Other figures appear here and there, creating an ensemble
of great material and spiritual density. The tour de force here
remains the balance of mass, i.e. the mastery of the object's
center of gravity, which is one of the facets of the sculptor's art.

The theme of the mother bird with her young, represented

by Kellypalik Qimirpik, is treated here in a more classical
manner than in Tukiki Manomie's much more sculpturally and
figuratively daring version of this theme, found on another base,
accompanied by equally formally astonishing compositions. The
wing folded back to protect the little bird is an opportunity for
the artist to suggest a graceful, delicate movement that defies
the hardness and yet fragility of the stone.

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Le titre « composition » est souvent utilisé pour identifier
sculptures et gravures inuites, comme on le voit a divers
endroits de I'exposition. Le mot permet d'ailleurs d'éviter

de réduire l'ceuvre a l'identification d'un simple sujet, ce qui

est particuliérement réducteur par rapport a l'art inuit ou les
formes humaines et animales transgressent en permanence les
frontiéres de leurs régnes. La transformation, la métamorphose,
le voyage spirituel sont au coeur des themes que représentent les
ceuvres d'art. C'est dans la maniére d'assembler, de fusionner ou
d'intégrer les éléments répétitifs de l'iconographie inuite que les
artistes se distinguent.

Mise en relation avec les Esprits de Kenojuak Ashevak, la
Composition de Pudlalik Shaa est une superbe hybridation a la
fois fusionnelle en son centre et centrifuge en ses figures. Mais il
est intéressant également de la comparer a la massive sculpture
sobrement intitulée Figures (ou le visage humain et la téte
d'oiseau se répondent et donnent l'impression d'étre connectées
de l'intérieur par le biais de leurs bouches similaires), de Tukiki
Manomie, qu'on trouve a |'extérieur de cet espace, la ou la
sculpture d'une Femme face au vent est associée au sculpteur sur
pierre de Shuvinai Ashoona.

The title "composition” is often used to identify Inuit

sculptures and engravings, as can be seen at various points

in the exhibition. The word avoids reducing the work to

the identification of a simple subject, which is particularly
reductive in Inuit art, where human and animal forms constantly
transgress the boundaries of their kingdoms. Transformation,
metamorphosis and the spiritual journey are at the heart of the
themes represented by these works of art. It is in the way they
assemble, merge or integrate the repetitive elements of Inuit
iconography that the artists distinguish themselves.

In relation to Kenojuak Ashevak's Spirits, Pudlalik Shaa's
Composition is a superb hybridization, at once fusional in its
center and centrifugal in its figures. But it is also interesting to
compare it with the massive sculpture soberly entitled Figures
(where the human face and the bird's head respond to each
other and give the impression of being connected from the inside
through their similar mouths) by Tukiki Manomie, found outside
this space where the sculpture of a Woman facing the wind is
associated with the stone sculptor Shuvinai Ashoona.

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Autre artiste majeur trés représenté dans la collection Baud-
Jacot, Pudlo Pudla est parmi les premiers artistes a avoir travaillé
au sein des studios de Kinngait. Gravures sur pierre, certaines
également réalisées au pochoir, se succédent ici dans des récits
de voyage et de chasse. Des oiseaux aquatiques voyagent en
canot ou en beeuf musqué. Un animal obése, mammifére mi-
terrestre mi-marin, boeuf musqué autant que baleine, regarde
passer un avion miniature, calme et ancestrale solitude troublée
par les transformations du monde affectant le village.

Au centre de ce mur, 'animal impose sa stature, masse informe
reposant sur ce qui pourrait &tre un canot, l'occasion pour l'artiste
et son graveur de se livrer a trois approches et orientations
différentes du trait qui se superposent dans une forme bien
remplie. Trénant en mezzanine au-dessus du mur, plus bas dans
la galerie, consacré aux dessins de Shuvinai Ashoona, il permet
d'admirer I'un des aspects de l'art de Kinngait, ce plaisir évident
a manier les instruments (qu'il s'agisse des crayons de graphite,
des crayons feutre, des crayons de couleur si chers a Kenojuak
Ashevak et Shuvinai Ashoona qui les auront utilisés dans des
gammes bien différentes néanmoins), de remplir des surfaces,
sans perdre jamais de vue la transmission des croyances, des
traditions, mais aussi des changements culturels.

Another major artist strongly represented in the Baud-Jacot
collection, Pudlo Pudla was one of the first artists to work in
the Kinngait studios. Engravings on stone, some also stencilled,
follow one another in tales of travel and hunting. Waterfowl
travel by canoe or musk ox. An obese animal, a mammal half-
terrestrial half-marine, a musk ox as much as a whale, watches a
miniature airplane go by, calm and ancestral solitude disturbed
by the transformations of the world affecting the village.

At the center of this wall, the animal imposes its stature, a
shapeless mass resting on what could be a canoe, an opportunity
for the artist and his engraver to indulge in three different
approaches and orientations of line, superimposed in a well-filled
form. Sitting on the mezzanine above the wall devoted to the
drawings of Shuvinai Ashoona lower down in the gallery, it allows
us to admire one of the aspects of Kinngait's art, this obvious
pleasure in handling instruments (whether graphite pencils,
felt-tip pens, the colored pencils so dear to Kenojuak Ashevak
and Shuvinai Ashoona, who used them in very different ranges
nonetheless), of filling surfaces, without ever losing sight of the
transmission of beliefs, traditions, but also cultural changes.

Here, the artist uses disproportion to pay homage to the Arctic
ox, the wool-coated animal that looks like a prehistoric relic.

Winds of Change, New Horizons, and New Forms on our Path,
just seen on the mezzanine, are followed by genre scenes in

ink and graphite pencil by Shuvinai Ashoona. As the Baud-
Jacot collection possesses an exquisite stone engraving of
Shuvinai's grandmother, the famous Pitseolak Ashoona (Summer
Campers, installed on the blue-painted pillar nearby), we bring
the granddaughter and her grandmother closer together with a
similar subject showing that the spirit of filiation is no stranger
to Shuvinai Ashoona's art.

The other walls of this space are occupied by various bird
studies, showing the refinement of the artists and engravers
whose respect for their subject is palpable, by the solar spirit
of a bird, by a bird-man and bird-headed dancers. It's more like
daylight here (Morning Melody, Bird of Early Dawn, Sun Spirit,
Awakening), before the exhibition fades into the night, with

the two Pudlo Pudla closing the show at the very end of the
mezzanine. In a monochrome of browns and a monochrome

of blues, Settling for the Night and Spirits in the Arctic Night
respond to each other, showing what happens outside, between
the animals themselves and between them and the animal spirits,
in the Arctic night.

He has also participated in several printmaking workshops sponsored by the West Baffin Co-
operative in Cape Dorset.

Arnaqu began working as an assistant printmaker for the co-operative in 1990 and has been
represented as a printmaker in annual collections since that time.

Kenojuak Ashevak was one of Canada’s most acclaimed graphic artists. Her long list of
achievements and honours is surpassed only by her stamina and good humour.

Born on south Baffin Island at a camp area known as Ikirisaq, Kenojuak grew up traveling from
camp to camp on south Baffin and in Arctic Quebec. (Nunavik). As a young woman, she was
married to Johniebo and lived with him in various camps including Keakto, a scenic area seven
miles from Cape Dorset. While still living at Keakto in the late 1950’s, both Kenojuak and
Jonniebo first experimented with carving and drawing. They moved to Cape Dorset in 1966 in
order for their children to attend school, and continued to work closely together until Johnniebo’s
death.

Kenojuak’s drawings were immediately captivating and she was represented in almost every
annual collection since 1959. Her work has also been included in numerous special projects and
commissions. In 1961, she was the subject of a film produced by the National Film Board about
her traditional life and art. The film is still shown today, and was instrumental in introducing her to
the world beyond Cape Dorset. In 1970 her print, Enchanted Owl (1960) was reproduced on a
stamp commemorating the centennial of the Northwest Territories, and again in 1993 Canada
Post selected her drawing entitled The Owl to be reproduced on their 0.86 cent stamp.

Special commissions include the World Wildlife Print Portfolio released in 1978. In the same year,
the Commonwealth Print Portfolio featured one of her works. her art and life were the focus of the
limited edition book entitled Graphic Arts of the Inuit: Kenojuak, published in 1981. In 1988, Via



Rail Canada commissioned a large mural from Kenojuak for their Club Car series, which featured
some of Canada’s most highly respected artists. Kenojuak’s print Nunavut Qajanatuk (Our
Beautiful Land) was commissioned by Indian and Norther Affairs Canada to commemorate the
signing of the Inuit Land Claim Agreement in Principle, in April 1990. To commemorate the signing
of the Final Agreement early in 1994, Kenojuak conceived and hand-coloured a large and
exclusive lithograph entitled Nunavut.

April 1st, 1999 marked the official inception of the new Territory of Nunavut in Canada’s Arctic. To
commemorate this historic event, Dorset Fine Arts released a special edition of ninety-nine prints
by Kenojuak - a large diptych entitled Siilavut, Nunavut (Our Environment, Our Land).

Kenojuak has received many special honours over the years. She is now a Companion in the
Order of Canada, which she originally received in 1967. In 1992, she was awarded Honorary
Degrees from both Queen’s University and the University of Toronto. In 1996, she received the
prestigious Lifetime Achievement Award at the National Aboriginal Achievement Awards
Ceremony in Vancouver. In the spring of 2001, Kenojuak was inducted into Canada’s Walk of
Fame, and traveled with her daughter, Silaqi, to attend the ceremonies in Toronto. She is the first
Inuit artist to be so honoured, and joins many other famous and accomplished Canadians.

Kenojuak has traveled all over the world as an ambassador for Inuit art. In 1969, she and
Johnniebo traveled to Ottawa to collaborate on a mural which hung in the Canadian Pavilion at
Expo ’70 in Osaka, Japan. In 1980, she traveled to Rotterdam, Holland to be present at The Inuit
Print exhibition which was opened by the Queen of the Netherlands. In 1991. she traveled to
Seoul, South Korea to attend the opening of an exhibition of print and sculpture, and in 1994, she
was invited to open the exhibition Arctic Spirit: 35 Years of Canadian Inuit art at the Frye Museum
in Seattle, Washington. She also traveled to Ottawa in the fall of 1994 for the opening of
Isumavut: The Artistic Expression of Nine Cape Dorset Women. In 2004, she was off to Germany
to take part in cultural festivities celebrating the territory of Nunavut, and her contribution to Inuit
graphic art. Her major stained glass commission was installed in the fall of 2003 at the John Bell
Chapel at Appleby College, just west of Toronto.

In the fall of 2007 Kenojuak traveled to Toronto to attend the launch of Cape Dorset Prints: A
Retrospective - a major publication celebrating fifty years of printmaking at the Kinngait Studios.
In 2008, she added to her list the Governor General’s Award for excellence in the visual arts.
Sponsored by the Canada Council for the Arts, she traveled to Ottawa in March 2008 with her
daughter, Silaqi, to attend the exhibition at the National Gallery and events at the residence of the
Governor General. She was back in Ottawa in 2009 to participate in events surrounding the 50th
anniversary of the Kinngait Studios.

In 2013, after a long illustrious career, Kenojuak died peacefully at home surrounded by her
loving family.

Kenojuak sketch submitted for a wall mural for the Science Building at Carleton
University, Ottawa (not realized).

The National Film Board of Canada produced a film about Kenojuak and her life on the
land entitled, “Eskimo Artist — Kenojuak”.

Alcan Aluminum commissioned a Kenojuak drawing and used the design on an
aluminum tray produced to commemorate the opening of their plant in Kingston, Ontario,
Canada.

Travelled to Ottawa to received her appointment to the Order of Canada.

Attended the opening of a solo exhibition of her work at the National Library, Ottawa,
Ontario, Canada.

Kenojuak Engraving Portfolio. This collection of prints commemorates the Centennial

“Every year | prepare skins, sew clothing, make soapstone carvings and | have also been drawing since
the time they started buying drawings. | will put all of my abilities towards what needs doing, as long as
my abilities are available to me. There are times when it is difficult if I've not yet learned how to do
something. But as we are the only ones living at our outpost camp | do get things done! There has never
been anyone there to answer my questions, so I've had to learn how to do things and make things on my

own.

For a very long time Mayureak lived at an outpost camp and being great distances away from people
demands self-sufficiency. This required an income to provide for necessities. So Mayureak took up
carving as well as drawing because it made economic sense to do so and also kept herself occupied.
Mayureak’s carvings are very dynamic and strong and having uniquely feminine perspectives in their
rendering as do her drawings. You can see the influences from her background in the art she produces.
Ashoona draws in a variety of styles (including abstract) and the figures that she produces are engaged in
a variety of activities. Ashoona has in the context of her paintings and drawings an ability to explore, to
work and capture the essence and master techniques of abstract or figurative representation through
symmetry and balance.*

*Reflections on Mayureak Ashoona from a telephone interview conducted with Robert Kussy (son-in-law
of Kiawak Ashoona), conducted at the Inuit Art Centre, Indian and Northern Affairs Canada. November
2002.

Mayureak and her husband, Kaka, also an accomplished artist moved back to the land in the late 1970’s
to return to a more traditional lifestyle.

Pitseolak was the mother of several Cape Dorset artists, the Ashoonas: Ottochie, Komwartok, Kaka and
Kiawak; and Napatchie Pootoogook.

“One of Canada’s best known artists, the Inuit graphic artist known simply as Pitseolak was born on
Nottingham Island in Hudson’s Bay. She lived the last twenty-five years of her life in a settlement of Cape
Dorset where she became one of the most famous and certainly the most prolific Inuit graphic artist.
Pitseolak produced more than 7,000 original drawings in her twenty-four year artistic career.

The subject matter of Pitseolak’s prints and drawings is generally the traditional way of life of the Inuit
before the coming of the Whites. Scenes of camp life, fording a river with dogs, or sewing a skin tent
remind both the artist and viewer of what life was like for previous generations before the appearance of
airplanes, snowmob iles, and satellite dishes. Pitseolak’s narrative drawings serve as a means of
recapturing these old ways and making them vivid for younger generations of Inuit.

Pitseolak was born in 1904 on Nottingham Island in the Hudson Straights, while her family was en route
from Sugluk (now Salluit) on the north coast of Arctic Quebec to the south coast of Baffin Island. She
spent her childhood in several camps on the south Baffin coast. As a young woman she married Ashoona
and she bore 17 children, many of whom died in their infancy. Ashoona died during a epidemic in the
Nettling Lake area he was still in his prime, leaving Pitseolak to raise their young family on her own. She
settled permanently in Cape Dorset in the early 1960’s.

Pitseolak was among the first in Cape Dorset to begin drawing, and the most prolific. She made close to
9,000 drawings during her 20 years in Cape Dorset. Her prints have appeared in every annual print
collection since her work was first published in 1960. Her best and most authentic drawings were of “the
old Eskimo ways”, a way of life deeply embedded in her memory.

Pitseolak was been awarded several honours over the years, and her work has been the subject of
several projects. In 1971 the National Film Board produced a film based on her book, “Pitseolak: Pictures
out of my life”. In 1974 she was elected a member of the Royal Canadian Academy and she received the
Order of Canada in 1977.

Pitseolak died in 1983 and is buried behind the Anglican Church in Cape Dorset. She fulfilled her
promise to work on her drawings and prints until she was no longer able. Her vast legacy of orginal work
now resides on long term loan at the McMichael Canadian Art Collection where it is being photographed,
documented and exhibited.*

Before his death in 1981, Kingmeata’s husband, Etidlooie Etidlooie, was a graphic and a print artist, a
printmaker, sculptor, and painter in Cape Dorset. Their children, Etulu Etidlui, Omallug Oshutsiaq,
Pukaluk Etungat and Kellypalik Etidlooie, and their grandson, Pitseolak Oshutsiaq, are sculptors.

“Born at Itinik camp near Lake Harbour, Northwest Territories, Canada, Kingmeata Etidlooie grew up and
spent most of the first half of her life in similar sites along the southwest coast of Baffin Island. She
began to carve and to draw in the late 1950’s after the death of her first husband, Elijah. As with most
Inuit artists of her generation, Kingmeata'’s creative endeavours mark a second phase in her life —one that
parallels the significant changes experienced by the indigenous people of the Canadian Arctic over the
past five decades. With her second husband, Etidlooie Etidlooie (1910 — 1981) and their family,
Kingmeata moved into the settlement of Cape Dorset in the mid -1960’s, exchanging a seasonally-based
cape for a permanent residence. Both she and her husband became artist members of the West Baffin
Eskimo Co-operative, recognized internationally for its printmaking studio and the strength of the graphic
artists it represented.

A relatively prolific artist, Kingmeata had more than fifty of her prints published between 1970 and her
death in 1979. Her work is characterized by a strong sense of order and structure. Using predominantly
simplified animal and bird motifs, she concentrated on the formal rather than the narrative qualities of her
subjects. However, her most important contribution to Inuit art has probably been her experimentation
with media that are more painterly than linear. In the late 1960’s to the early 1970’s Kingmeata became
one of the first Cape Dorset artists to work with watercolours, which had been given to her by Terry Ryan,
Co-op manager and arts advisor, who recognized the painterly qualities of her drawings. In the
mid-1970’s the presence of Toronto painter, K.M. Graham, provided a further catalyst who came North to
sketch and work with acrylic paints in her own color-field style. Graham was impressed by Kingmeata’s
watercolours and offered her acrylics upon he departure. When a painting studio was established by the
Cooperative in 1976, Kingmeata, along with Pudlo Pudlat (b. 1916) was one of the most committed and
enthusiastic users. The rich, saturated colors that were now attainable seemed to mesh perfectly with her
formal sense of composition. In works such as,”Sea Creatures with Birds” (1976), color, shade, texture,
and shape are enmeshed in a delightful, lyrical image.”

Tukiki’s parents, Davidee and Paunichea, as well as his brothers, Axangayu Shaa and Qavavau Manomie
are also artists.

Tukiki’s easily recognized carvings used the basic shapes of hands, claws and antlers as motifs, carving
the appendages into bird and animal heads that expressed his vision of the natural world as being
interconnected and interrelated. His work is included in many prominent museums and private collections
throughout Canada and he had a strong following in Germany where he travelled to attend one of his solo
exhibitions in 1988.

Tukiki was a gregarious and good-humoured man who always had a friendly smile and an amusing story
to tell.

Qavavau was born in Brandon, Manitoba in 1958 where his mother, Paunichea, was hospitalized for
treatment of tuberculosis. He returned to Cape Dorset as a very young child and has lived there since.

Qavavau has demonstrated a range of stylistic abilities over the years - from the very literal to the more
expressive. His work is idiosyncratic and often amusing in his depictions of Inuit legends and mythology,
Arctic wildlife and contemporary aspects of Inuit life

Qavavau is the latest among the second generation to attract critical acclaim from the contemporary arts
audience in the south. He and Shuvinai Ashoona have been profiled, along with Nick Sikkuark of Gjoa
Haven, in the Winnipeg-based arts magazine, Border Crossings. He traveled to Toronto in June of 2008
for his first solo exhibition of original drawings, and in 2009 to Vancouver for another exhibition featuring
his contemporary work. He was invited to attend an opening of this work in Victoria in the fall of 2012.

For several years Qavavau has worked for the Kinngait Studios as a printmaker - first in the lithography
studio and more recently in the stonecut studio. He is an accomplished and precise printmaker who
enjoys the opportunity to demonstrate printmaking techniques to young artists and visitors to the studio.

Ohotaq Mikkigak was born in 1936 and lived in Cape Dorset with his wife, Haunak, who was a well-known
carver and traditional throat-singer.

Ohotaq began drawing in the early years of the print program in Cape Dorset, and his print, “Eskimo Fox
Trapper” was released in 1961. He became less involved with drawing as the community grew, working
instead for various community agencies in full-time wage employment. Since his recent retirement from
his job as a caretaker of the Peter Pitseolak School in Cape Dorset, Ohotaq has again expressed an
interest in drawing. We are pleased to include three of his prints in this anniversary collection released in
1999. Since then he has become a fixture at the table in the Kinngait Studios, working on drawings
covering a wide range of themes and subjects, including an illustrated life history.

The Annual Print Collection of 2001 includes three lithographs by Ohotaq, all enhanced by the technique
of chine colle. This involves pressing a thin sheet of sized Oriental paper to a heavier backing sheet and
printing it at the same time which adds another dimension of colour and texture to the final image. His
image entitled, “Three Ravens”, 2001 — 2005 is featured on the cover of this year’s catalogue.*

Ohotaq had his first solo exhibition of prints and drawings on 2010, and in 2012 a number of his large
scale drawings were exhibited in a highly acclaimed alongside venerable Canadian artist Jack bush at the
Justina M Barnicle Gallery at the University of Toronto.

“Kananginak Pootoogook, sculptor, designer, draftsman, printmaker (born a Ikerrasak camp, south Baffin
Island, NWT, 1935). Son of the great camp leader, Pootoogook, he came to Cape Dorset in 1958, when
James Houston brought printmaking to the North. He became one of the four original printers.
Kananginak works in all media, including silk-screen printing of textiles. However, he excels as an
engraver and lithographer, particularly of wildlife art, which he has mastered completely while retaining a
personal style with definite abstract qualities. His sister, Napatchie and brother, Paulassie, are also good
artists.” *

Kananginak has been involved with drawing and printmaking since the late 1950’s when the West Baffin
Eskimo Co-op first initiated the graphic arts program at Cape Dorset. Kananginak’s first print, a
collaborative image with his father, Pootoogook, was included in the first catalogued collection of Cape
Dorset prints in 1959. His work has been included in all but three annual collections since that time.

Kananginak and his siblings grew up in different camp areas on south Baffin Island. Their main camp
was |kerrasak where their father, Pootoogook, was the respected camp leader. Kananginak married
Shooyoo from Cape Dorset in the mid-1950’s. They lived at lkerrasak until 1958 when they moved to
Cape Dorset because of Pootoogook’s failing health.

From the beginning Kananginak has represented Arctic wildlife in his work. He is especially capable at
drawing the many species of birds, which frequent the Arctic. In more recent years hehas focused on the
material culture of the Inuit, producing realistic, narrative drawings of camp and hunting scenes. His work
has been produced in several print media — copper engravings, stonecuts, stencils, lithographs and
etchings. Kananginak is an accomplished printmaker himself; in the early years he often proofed and
editioned his work.

Kananginak is a prominent and involved community leader. He was instrumental in the formation of the
West Baffin Eskimo Co-operative and served for many years as President of its Board of Directors. He is
also a member of the Royal Canadian Academy.

In 1978, the World Wildlife Commission released a limited edition portfolio of works in which four of
Kananginak’s images were included. His work has been featured in numerous exhibitions in both public
instiutions and commercial galleries. He is also a notable sculptor.

In 1997, Kananginak was commissioned by the Governor General of Canada, Romeo Leblanc, to
construct an Inukshut in Cape Dorset, which was then deconstructed and shipped to Ottawa.
Kananginak and his son, Johnny, were then invited to Ottawa to re-assemble the Inukshuk on the
grounds of Rideau Hall as part of a tribute to native people in Canada.



Kananginak lives in Cape Dorset with his wife, Shooyoo and their family.

“Lucy Qinnuayuak was a prolific graphic artist, well-known for illustrations of her favourite theme —
the bird image, either singularly or in groups and in all sorts of situations or relationships. She
also depicts other themes which spring from her personal interpretation of the Canadian Inuit
traditional way of life. She was born in Salluit in northern Quebec and at a very young age along
with her mother and sister, moved to Baffin Island, Northwest Territories, where they lived in Cape
Dorset and in several outpost camps. She met her husband, Tikituk, a sculptor and graphic artist
at Supujuak camp where they enjoyed a traditional way of life. In the early 1960’s they moved to
Cape Dorset.

Qinnuayuak started to draw in the 1960’s while living in Supujuak camp. Her drawings were
turned into graphics from 1961 until 1983, excluding 1973. She also created her own plastic
repertoire of forms that clearly defines the aesthetic values in her works. Over the years she has
drawn many kinds of birds in various poses — the features of their eyes and feathers connecting
them to each other. In her compositions movement and stability are often ambiguously juxta-
posed.

At the end of the 1970’s Qinnuayuak began working with acrylic paint in conjunctin with other
mixed media. Her compositions from that period are colorful, extremely vibrant and powerful.
They are also much more elaborate and complex with a broader story line. Qinnuayuak’s art is
realistic and humorous and it reflects the traditional Inuit way of life.”

Lucy’s prints were first published in 1961, and she has contributed to every annual collection but
one since that time. Her work has been featured in solo exhibitions at private galleries and is
included in major public institutions. Her work was last published in the 1982 annual print
collection which included twelve of her images. Lucy continued to draw even thought she was
seriously ill. She died in the fall of 1982.

Kakulu was born in 1940 on the Hudson’s Bay Company’s supply ship, “Nascopie” en route from Clyde
River to Pangnirtung. At that time, her parents and older brother were members of a small group of Inuit
who travelled from south Baffin Island to trap and hunt furs in the northern regions of the Island.

Kakulu began to draw in the early 1960’s when the newly established co-operative introduced its graphic
arts project. Her style has evolved considerably over the years. She is represented in this year’s (2000),
collection with two prints — “Vision Quest” (2000-2) and “Myth of Creation” (2000-3). Both of these
illustrating her playful and yet sophisticated sense of imagery.

Kakulu’s mother was lkayukta, a well-known graphic artist (now deceased). Her older brother was
Qavaroak Tunnillie, a well-known and prolific sculptor (now deceased). She is married to Saggiaktok,
who for many years was a printmaker in the stonecut studio. He would frequently proof and edit those
images by Kakulu which had been chosen for stonecut prints. They live in Cape Dorset with their four
children. She continues to develop her own unique style of expression, and participates in workshops
offered by the Kinngait Studios. She is represented in 2001 print collection by an etching and aquatint
entitled, “Hot Pot” (2001-2002), which she conceived direly onto the etching plate during one of the Co-
operative’s continuing series of workshops in association with Studio PM of Montreal.*

Pitaloosie was born in 1942 on the southwest coast of Baffin Island near what is now the
community of Cape Dorset. She spent her childhood years in various hospitals in Quebec and
Ontario for treatment of tuberculosis. She learned English during this time, and recalls the
difficulty she experienced in relearning her native language upon her return to Baffin Island in
1957. She is now one of the few of her generation who speak both English and Inuktitut fluently.

Pitalossie began drawing in the early 1960’s, and quickly established herself as a versatile and
intelligent graphic artist. Pitaloosie has treated a wide range of themes and has developed
personal styles that range from pure realism to formal/abstract, and that include compositions
blending both styles. She tends to stylize and to reduce to the essential, the shape of a single
subject. Powerful compositions are the result. Some of Pitaloosie’s works are uniquely striking
for their unconventional style, their modernist approach and their intelligent use of color and
texture. Like other Cape Dorset artists, Pitaloosie uses her art to express her concerns and to be
in her own way a chronicler of the traditional Inuit way of life. Over the years, she has become a
familiar presence in the Kinngait Studios, and her work has been included in annual print
collections since 1968,

Since the laste 1960’s Pitalossie has made frequent trips to southern Canada to attend
exhibitions and conferences. In 1967, she spent several weeks in Toronto while her husband, the
sell know sculptor Pauta Saila, participated in an International Sculpture Symposium.
Subsequently, she has visited Halifax, Toronto, Ottawa, Kansas City and Vermont. Her work has
been featured in solo drawing exhibitions, and in 1977, Canada Post issued a stamp depicting
her print, Fisherman’s Dream. Her 1985 lithograph entitled In the Hills represented the Northwest
Territories in the centennial celebration of the National Parks of Canada. Amnesty International,
the international human rights organization, selected a drawing by Pitaloosie entitled Mother and
Child to use for their 1990 Christmas card. She was also one of nine featured artists in the
acclaimed exhibition Isumavut: The Artistic Expression of Nine Cape Dorset Women, which
opened at the Canadian Museum of Civilization in the fall of 1994 and continues to travel to other
venues.

Pitaloosie’s husband, Pauta, passed away in Cape Dorset in June of 2009 at the age of 93. In
2004, both she and Pau- ta were appointed members of the Royal Canadian Academy of the
Arts, in recognition of their life’s work and contri- butions to Canadian art.

Pudalik’s parents, Agjangajuk and Kilabuk Shaa, are Cape Dorset artists. His father, Agjungajuk, is a
renowned sculptor. Pudlalik’s brother, Qiatsuq is also a carver, as was his brother, Qavavau who died in
1991.

Pudalik was influenced by his father’s work. “I watched [my father] as he carved, he taught me. | did my
first carving when | was twelve years old. It was a small seal, since then | have been carving, not all the
time, but whenever | felt up to it.” * Impressed by his father’s carving style, Pudlalik has developed similar
themes in his own work such as walrus and drum dancers.

"...He learned by watching the generation of carvers who, like his father, used axes to work on their
pieces. Pudlalik still uses an axe on occaision, though he also uses more modern tools. He has
incorporated elements of the dynamic fluid line of his fathers' work into his own sculptures.”

“I was influenced by my grandfather Kopapik Ragee, and also by Shorty Killiktee. The first carving | did
was at the age of ten. | think it was a bird or a seal.” Toonoo has been carving ever since and it has been
his only source of income. He likes to carve in serpentine and marble stone. ‘I like the colours and also
the textures of both stones. When I’'m starting on a piece of stone, | like to slowly work on the piece until
the shape starts forming into a shape | can recognize. Sometimes, | just go by the shape of the stone.

My favourite subjects are bird figures with human faces.”

Toonoo’s favourite pastimes are carving, hunting, watching television and spending time with his family.

Born May 27, 1963, Ningeokuluk is the daughter of Joanasie Salomonie (deceased) and his wife
Kanajuk. Her father, Joanasie, was much loved in Cape Dorset for his sense of humour, mischief
and compassion. Ningeokuluk works full-time for the department of Housing in Cape Dorset, and
devotes her spare time to her family and whatever time she can to her drawing, which she does
at home. Her husband, Simeonie Teevee is a musician and plays with his band at community
events in Cape Dorset and at music festivals around Nunavut.

Ningeokuluk is one of the most versatile and intelligent graphic artists to emerge from the
Kinngait Studios. In the the fall of 2009, Ningeokuluk’f first children’s book was published by
Groundwood Books (A divishion of House of Anasi Press). Entitled Alego, it is an
Autobiographical story of a young girl named Alego who goes clam-digging with her grandmother
for the first time and, along with the way discovers all the wonders of the seashore. The book was
short-listed for the Governor General’s Literary Award for children’s illustration.

Since her first prints appeared in the collection in 2004, Ningeoluluk has been on of Kinngait’s
studio’s most celebrated artists. She has a comprehensive knowledge of Inuit legends and a fine
sense of design and composition. These elements that have made many of her prints highly
sought after by collectors. Ningeokuluk has had numerous solo shows of her bold and
resplendent drawing and some of her work has been featured on exhibitions in major public
galleries and museums.

Jutai was born in an igloo on a cold December morning in 1959 just outside Cape Dorset. He
recalls the traditional way of life of his family and learned by watching his father go about the daily
tasks that enable the family to survive. He and his sister, renowned sculptor, Oviloo Tunnillie,
learned about stone carving by watching their father. Jutai did his first carvings when he was
seven years old. By 1982, carving was his major source of income. One day he calculated his
income and realized that he was making too little as a carver and decided to work in an office
instead. Eventually he realized that sitting at a desk all day was not a life for him. In 1992 he
resumed carving. In 1995 he also took his first jewellery and metalwork course and discovered a
new artistic discipline.

With a vision that is at once highly personal and often politically subversive, Cape Dorset’s Jutai
Toonoo is a dynamic voice in contemporary Inuit art and in Canadian art more generally. Born in
1959, Toonoo belongs to the first generation of Inuit to grow up in permanent year-round
settlements as opposed to small seasonal camps. He learned to carve by watching his father,
Toonoo Toonoo, a respected leader and first-generation carver. Nevertheless, Jutai’s work bears
little resemblance to other Cape Dorset sculpture, eschewing such standard subjects as wildlife
and mythological figures. He is perhaps best known for his boldly formed sculptures of human
heads, which he renders as though lost in a kind of agitated sleep. Many of Toonoo’s sculptures
bear witty or satirical inscriptions of text carved in English directly onto the stone’s surface. In
recent years, he has become an active participant in Cape Dorset Co-op’s drawing and
printmaking program, producing a series of drawings of human heads and portraits in a semi-
abstract style that combines a haunted expressionism with cartoon-like renderings.
